Appendix A-Initial Portfolio Requirements 
 

INITIAL PORTFOLIO REQUIREMENTS 
 
Education Degree Candidates are required to develop an initial professional portfolio in EDUC 102.  The initial 
portfolio is organized around the eight Unit Standards; contains evidence of your development of professional 
knowledge, skills, and dispositions; and includes reflective essays which you will discuss your development and 
performance in each standard area.  Candidates must continue to demonstrate evidence of their development and 
performance by collecting and reflecting on evidence in their portfolios.  Upon application to the BA program, 
candidates are required to present their Initial Portfolio. 
 
The table below provides a detailed list of the types of evidence that can be included in your portfolio.  Part IV of 
the BA Application indicates all required evidence that must be included in your portfolio.

Reflective Essay 
The Reflective Essay discusses why and how the particular piece of evidence is demonstrative 
your development in this area. 
 
You should use the description of each area of the Standards to support your explanation. 
In writing the essay, consider and address the following: 

1. Where did this evidence come from?  (Course Name and Number, Description of the 
Assignment; particular activity that you engaged in) 

2. What were you asked to do?  What was the purpose of the activity? 
3. What knowledge, skills and or dispositions did you achieve in completing the assignment 

or participating in the activity? 
4. What did you learn? 
5. What does the evidence say about your abilities?  (Emerging, competent or exemplary) 
6. What did you learn that would help you as a teacher? 
7. What will you do next time? 
 

If you do not have evidence for a Standard, you are still responsible for writing a reflective essay 
about your understanding of the standard as it relates to your development as a teacher. 
In writing this essay, consider and address the following: 

1. Given the definition/description of the Standard, how do I see myself developing as a 
teacher in this area? 

2. What are your strengths and weaknesses in this particular area? 
3. What will you do to capitalize on your strengths and strengthen your weaknesses? 

 
Formatting 

1. Use a three ring binder to organize your evidence. 
2. All pages must be sequentially numbered. 
3. A Table of Contents must be included. 
4. Put your name on the Spine of the binder. 
5. Do not put your evidence or reflective essays in plastic paper sleeves. 

 
Submission/Presentation 
Reflective essays must be typewritten, double-spaced and use 12-point type font.  Written work 
must be clear, free of spelling errors, and accurate.
