2. A G.P.A. OF 2.7 OR BETTER IS REQUIRED TO ENTER, PROGRESS AND GRADUATE FROM THE NURSING PROGRAM. 
3. THE NATIONAL LEAGUE OF NURSING (NLN) PRE-ADMISSION EXAM IS REQUIRED TO ENTER THE CLINICAL PHASE.  

THIS EXAM CAN ONLY BE TAKEN AFTER COMPLETING ALL THE PRE-CLINICAL REQUIREMENTS.  (THE EXAMINATION 
IS ONLY GIVEN DURING THE MONTH OF MARCH OR APRIL.)  SEE MS. WILLIS OR MRS. MCPHATTER-CLAYTON IN THE 
STUDENT ADVOCACY AND SUPPORT SERVICES CENTER, ROOM B2032 TO REVIEW EXAM ELIGIBILITY.

5. A WRITING SAMPLE BASED ON SELECTED QUESTIONS IS GIVEN BY THE DEPARTMENT.   
6. A MATH CALCULATION PROFICIENCY TEST IS GIVEN. 
7. A COPY OF YOUR TRANSFER TRANSCRIPT MUST BE SUBMITTED (If you have attended college prior to MEC).  SCIENCE 

COURSES CANNOT BE MORE THAN 5 YEARS OLD. 
8. A LETTER OF ACCEPTPANCE MUST BE RECEIVED FROM THE NURSING DEPARTMENT (not by the SASS Center). 
9. MEDICAL COVERAGE AND CPR CERTIFICATION ARE MANDATORY AND DUE UPON ACCEPTANCE INTO CLINICAL 

PHASE. 
10. IT IS NOW MANDATORY TO TAKE THE CPE UPON COMPLETION OF 45 CREDITS IN ORDER TO GRADUATE. 

 

UPON ACCEPTANCE INTO THE CLINICAL PHASE: 
1. YOU ARE ALLOWED TO FAIL AND REPEAT ONLY ONE (1) NURSING COURSE WITH A GRADE OF “C+” OR BELOW.  WHEN 

REPEATING THE COURSE, YOU CANNOT TAKE OTHER NURSING COURSES WHILE REPEATING THE FAILING COURSE. 
2. FAILURE OF TWO (2) NURSING COURSES RESULTS IN DISMISSAL FROM THE NURSING PROGRAM. 
3. YOU MUST TAKE AND PASS THE C.P.E. (CUNY Proficiency Exam) IN ORDER TO RECEIVE YOUR DEGREE.
