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The Medgar Evers College Snapshot, Academic Year 2006-2007 is an annual 
publication of the Office of Institutional Research and Assessment. It presents an 
overview of the College for the year.  The most commonly requested data of interest to 
the College community are presented.  The Snapshot provides information that is 
responsive to the basic quantitative needs, and to address the important questions, 
“Who are the Medgar Evers College students at different stages of their career?” and 
“How do the Medgar Evers College students persist, perform and progress?”  The 
Snapshot provides general information on enrollment, admissions, basic skills and 
proficiency testing, students’ progress and graduation, courses and curricula, faculty 
and staff, and selected college operations.

founded in 1970, was established to meet the educational and social needs of the 
central Brooklyn community. A publicly supported urban commuter college serving both 
traditional and non-traditional students, Medgar Evers College is located in the heart of 
Brooklyn and is one of eleven senior colleges, six community colleges, a graduate 
school, a journalism school, a law school and a medical school in The City University of 
New York (CUNY). 
 

Medgar Evers College is a college of and in the community.  It was conceived by 
the Brooklyn community and is the result of the committed work of, and strong 
advocacy by, the residents of Brooklyn, community organizations, and local elected 
officials. The original community of supporters developed the educational mandate for 
the College: 1) to be a four-year institution offering both associate and baccalaureate 
degrees; 2) to develop improved methods of teaching and innovations in education; 3) 
to emphasize professional studies without neglecting liberal arts; and, 4) to be 
responsive to the needs and to be of service to the community.  On July 30, 1970, the 
State of New York Regents and the Governor of New York approved the establishment 
of a four-year institution in Central Brooklyn.  On September 28, 1970, the name, 
“Medgar Evers College”, recommended by the Community Council (then known as the 
Community Advisory Committee), was approved by the CUNY Board.  Medgar Wiley 
Evers (1925-1963) is the courageous African-American civil and voter rights leader who 
was assassinated in Mississippi on June 12, 1963.  The College admitted its first class 
of approximately 1,000 students in 1971 and graduated its first class of 94 students in 
1974.   

 
In keeping with its historical educational mission, Medgar Evers College from the 

beginning has offered both associate and baccalaureate degrees.  In September 1976, 
as a result of the 1975-76 fiscal crisis in New York City, the CUNY Board 
recommended, and the State approved, the change in the status of MEC to a 
community college. It was the combined efforts of a coalition of faculty, students, and 
community that successfully lobbied State legislators to maintain the College’s 
baccalaureate degree programs.  From 1976 to 1994, the College operated as a senior 
college, offering both associate and baccalaureate degrees, yet was funded as a 
community college.  On June 8, 1994 the College was restored to its original senior 
college status and to senior college funding by the same kinds of advocacy by the 
President and College, community organizations and leaders, and elected officials that 
called MEC into existence, coupled with the support of the Chancellor and the CUNY 
Board of Trustees. 
 

Our current president, Dr. Edison O. Jackson, who was appointed as the 
College’s third permanent president on September 1, 1989, provides leadership, 
direction, and vision for the College. Student enrollment has now grown from 1,000 in 
year 1971 to over 5,500. More than ten thousand students have graduated and gone 
on to become productive professionals, active civic and political leaders, and change-
agents in the Brooklyn community and in the world at large.

The mission of Medgar Evers College of The City University of New York is to 
develop and maintain high quality, professional, career-oriented undergraduate degree 
program in the context of liberal education. Directed by the College mission and 
grounded by its institutional and educational values, the College is dedicated to 
fostering a positive educational environment for teaching and learning, to raising 
academic quality, expanding research, promoting student success, establishing 
partnerships with business and governmental agencies, increasing community 
engagement activities, and positioning the College as a leader in urban higher 
education.  
 
 The MEC student body is vibrant, diverse, engaging, and highly motivated, 
earnestly seeking to transform of their lives through education.  The MEC curriculum, 
built on a solid liberal arts foundation that supports professional studies, is rigorous and 
responsive to the needs of the student body. The MEC faculty is dedicated, progressive 
and supportive, both as teachers and as scholar-educators. In the 2006 National 
Survey of Student Engagement, MEC students’ responses yielded a benchmark score 
in “supportive campus environment” that is significantly higher than the national 
average.  

 
Currently, Medgar Evers College offers twenty-two (22) baccalaureate degrees, 

fifteen (15) associate degrees, one credit-bearing certificate in its degree-granting 
programs, giving close attention to the articulation  between the two-year and the four-
year programs. The School of Continuing Education and Community Programs offers 
ten (10) non-credit certificate courses with over 900 seats per semester and nineteen 
(19) programs in its Youth Development Programs serving 10,582 participants.  

 
 During AY 2006-2007, Medgar Evers College completed an intensive self-study 
process that had begun in 2004. The College’s accreditation was reaffirmed with no 
conditions in November 2006, by the Middle States Commission of Higher Education. 
The College was commended for its exemplary leadership, commitment to its unique 
mission, student services and community engagement. 

 
The College has continued its aggressive capital expansion campaign in AY 

2006-2007. With the completion of the School of Business and Student Support 
Services Building at 1677 Bedford Avenue in 2005, a ground breaking ceremony was 
conducted on December 12th, 2006, to inaugurate the construction of the second new 
building in the master plan, the Academic Complex I, which is slated to be the new 
home of the School of Science, Health and Technology.  
 

President Jackson continues his excellent leadership in establishing a culture of 
expectancy, high standards and excellence. With a purpose-driven administrative 
practice, the College uses trend analysis, institutional assessment and learning 
outcomes approach to ensure academic quality, institutional improvement and 
effectiveness, as well as complying with external accountability entities. The College is 
committed to engaging all its anchors and stakeholders in continuous critical reflection, 
and in examining student retention, progress and outcomes, the quality of its programs 
and services, the effectiveness of management and operations, and their relationship 
of the aforementioned to the successful achievement of the College’s mission.

TOTAL STUDENT ENROLLMENT  
 
 

TOTAL ENROLLMENT AND FTE TRENDS
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• Total enrollment for Fall 2005 to Fall 2006 increased 6.7%, from 5212 to 5562. For 
Spring 2006 to Spring 2007, enrollment increased 4.2%, from 5244 to 5464.  

 
• Freshmen enrollment increased in both the Fall 2006 and Spring 2007 semesters 

while sophomore enrollment decreased in both Fall 2006 and Spring 2007. 
Freshman enrollment increased 13.6% from 2404 in Fall 2005 to 2732 in Fall 2006; 
and 8.6% from 2244 in Spring 2006 to 2438 in Spring 2007. Sophomore decreased 
15.2% from 1548 in Fall 2005 to 1312 in Fall 2006; and 6% from 1461 in Spring 
2006 to 1374 in Spring 2007. 

 
• Junior and senior enrollment increased in both Fall and Spring semesters. The 

Junior class increased 50.2% from 435 in Fall 2005 to 653 in Fall 2006; Senior 
class, 8.4% from 454 to 492.  For the Spring semester, the junior class increased 
17% from 582 in Spring 2006 to 681 in Spring 2007; senior class, 12.1% from 519 
to 582.   

 
• Total FTE AY 2006-2007 increased 7.4%, from an academic year average of 3670 

in the previous year to 3941.  
 

• Enrollment to FTE ratio was 1 to 0.72 for both Fall 2006 and Spring 2007 
semesters. This is a small decrease from the previous year, in which both 
semesters had a ratio of 1 to 0.76.  

 
• Full-time enrollment was 60.6% in Fall 2006 and 58.3% in Spring 2007, maintaining 

the same percentages as in the previous academic year.  
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• 76.9% of all students were female in Fall 2006; 23.1% were male, maintaining the 

same female to male ratio as in the last academic year.     
 

• The MEC student profile continued to show a younger population. The average age 
of all students was 28.5 years and the median age, 25 years. Median age 
decreased from 26 years to 25 years since the last academic year. One-quarter 
(25.3%) of all students in Fall 2006 was under 21 years of age, reflecting a four 
percentage point increase from last Fall semester (21.4%). About half (51%) of all 
students were between ages 16 and 25, reflecting an increase of 2.6% from last 
year for this younger age group.  

 
• 63.8% of all students enrolled were American citizens; 21.4% permanent residents; 

3.4% non-resident aliens; 11.4% unknown. 
 

• 71.4% of all students were born in the United States and 28.6% were born in other 
countries. The percentage of foreign born students reflected a seven percent (7%) 
increase from the last academic year. Of the 28.6% born in other countries, 
Jamaicans were the largest group (23.3%), followed by Trinidadians (18.4%), 
Guyanese (12%) and Haitians (11.5%). 

 
• Based on class levels in Fall 2006, freshmen were the largest class, constituting 

half of the student population (49.1%); sophomores the next largest (23.6%). Junior 
and senior students together comprised 20.6% of the College population. Non-
degree students constituted the smallest group, at 6.7%.   

 
• In Fall 2006, 46.1% of all students were enrolled in baccalaureate degree programs; 

44.6% in associate degree programs; 2.6% in certificate programs and 6.7% non-
degree. 

 
 

ENROLLMENT BY GENDER 
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• Comparing the distributions of full-time/part-time attendance, the percentage of 

male students attending full-time (65.4% in Fall 2006; 63% in Spring 2007) was 
about six percentage points higher than female students (59.2% in Fall 2006; 56.7% 
in Spring 2007).  
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• Comparing the distributions of admission type, male students had a higher 
percentage of first-time freshmen (19.1% in Fall 2006; 11.4% in Spring 2007) than 
female students (16.3% in Fall 2006; 7% in Spring 2007).  

 
• Comparing the classification distributions of the two genders as separate groups, 

the freshman class constituted a larger percentage of male students (50.6% in Fall 
2006; 47.5% in Spring 2007) than female students (48.7% in Fall 2006; 43.7% in 
Spring 2007).  

 
• Comparing the age distributions of male and female students as separate groups, 

male students had a proportionally higher percentage of students aged 16 to 20 
(29.3% In Fall 2006, 29.5% in Spring 2007) compared with the female student 
population (24.1% in Fall 2006, 22.7% in Spring 2007). For those aged 21-25, the 
age distribution among males was also proportionally higher (27.9% for male, 25% 
for female in Fall; 27.8% for male and 25.7% for female in Spring).  

 
• Comparing the age distributions of male and female students as separate groups, 

female students had a proportionally higher percentage of students aged 26 or 
older. The percentage of male students aged 26 or older was 42.8% in Fall 2006 
and Spring 2007; while the percentage for female students was 50.9% in Fall 2006 
and 51.6% in Spring 2007.  

 
 
 

RETENTION AND ACADEMIC PROGRESS  
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• The Fall 2005 to Fall 2006 retention rate for degree seeking students (60.3%) 

decreased only one percentage point from the previous year, while Fall 2006 to 
Spring 2007 retention rate for degree-seeking students remained the same (74.5%) 
as the pervious academic year. Spring 2006 to Fall 2006 also remained the same 
(68.2%) as the previous year.   

 
• By class levels, the Fall 2005-to-Fall 2006 retention rate for freshmen was 51.7%; 

for sophomore students, 64.3%; juniors, 72.6% and senior students, 80.6%. 
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• By class levels, the Fall-to-Fall retention rate for freshmen decreased by 0.9 
percentage points from 52.6% in 2004-2005 to 51.7% in 2005-2006; sophomore 
retention rates decreased by 1.4 percentage points from 65.7% to 64.3%; junior 
retention rate decreased by 4.5 percentage points from 77.1% to 72.6% after a 4.8 
percentage point increase previously; and senior retention rate decreased by 1.6 
percentage points from 82.2% to 80.6% after a 11.2 percentage point increase 
previously.  

 
• By admission type, the Fall 2005-to-Fall 2006 retention rate for first-time freshmen 

was 54%; first-time-transfers, 46.3%; continuing students, about two-thirds (66.6%); 
readmitted students, less than a half (44.3%).  

 
• By admission type, the Fall-to-Fall first-time-freshmen retention rate decreased by 

0.8 percentage points, from 54.8% in 2004-2005 to 54% in 2005-2006; first-time-
transfer retention decreased three (3) percentage points, from 49.3% in 2004-2005 
to 46.3% in 2005-2006; continuing students retention decreased two (2) percentage 
points from 68.7% in 2004-2005 to 66.6% in 2005-2006; readmitted students 
retention remained the same at 44.3%.  

 
• The associate degree program with the largest percentage of students maintaining 

a GPA of 3.25 or greater was the AAS in Clinical Nursing (35.7%). All other 
associate degree programs have fewer than 30% of students maintaining GPA of 
3.25 or greater.  

  
• The baccalaureate degree programs with the largest percentage of students 

maintaining a GPA of 3.25 or greater were the BSN in Nursing (45.3%, n=108), 
BA/BS programs in Education (all programs combined, 44.4%, n=36), and BS in 
Math (42.9%, n=35).  

 
 

ADMISSIONS 
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• The number of first-time freshmen who entered during the Fall 2006 (943) was 
19.8% greater than those who entered during Fall 2005 (787). 
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• The number of first-time freshmen who entered during the Spring 2007 (441) was 
8.6% greater than those who entered during Spring 2006 (406). 

 
• The number of first-time transfer students (631) who entered during the Fall 2006 

semester was 29.3% greater than those who entered during Fall 2005 (488). 
 

• The number of first-time transfer students who entered during the Spring 2007 (401) 
was 1.3% greater than those who entered during Spring 2006 (396). 

 
• Of all first-time freshmen who were admitted to the College, the show rate was 

25.7% in Fall 2006 and 66.4% in Spring 2006, reflecting an increase of three (3) 
percentage points in Fall and seven (7.1) percentage points in the Spring semester. 

 
• The show rate for first-time freshmen who indicated MEC as their first choice was 

58.3% in Fall 2006, a 3.5 percentage point increase from Fall 2005; and 75.2% in 
Spring 2006, a substantial thirteen (13) percentage point increase from Spring 
2006. 

 
• The transfer student show rate was 63.9% for Fall 2006 and 68% for Spring 2007 

semesters, reflecting an increase of two to three percentage points from AY 2005-
2006. 

 
• More than a third (36.4%) of all first-time freshmen in Fall 2006 were foreign born, 

doubling the last year’s percent distribution (17.2%). 
 

• First-time freshmen demographics: 73.9% female, 22.8 years average age, 19 
years median age, 89.1% full-time. 

 
• First-time transfers demographics: 80.5% female, 31.5 years average age, 29 years 

median age, 59.4% full-time. 
 

• 53.7% of the first-time transfer students were freshmen; average total transferred 
credits: 23; 44.4% transferred from a CUNY college.  

 
• Readmitted students demographics: 78.3% female, 34.5 years average age, 32 

years median age, 38.8% full-time.        
 
 
 
FINANCIAL AID 

 
 

• Slightly more than a half of all students (52.1%) received Pell grants during AY 
2006-2007; 36.5% received Tuition Assistant Program (TAP) grants. Sixty percent 
(60%) of all students received some form of financial aid in AY 2006-2007.  

 
• Pell grant dollars accounted for 38.2% of total financial aid awards and 51.5% of 

dollar amount awarded; TAP accounted for 29.7% of total awards and 34.9% of 
dollar amount awarded. 
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• Total financial aid dollars increased 6.4% from AY 2005-2006; total number of 
awards increased 10.4% from AY 2005-2006. 

 
 
 

COURSES & CURRICULUM  
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• FTE earned by schools in Fall 2006: Liberal Arts and Education: 42.9% of total FTE; 
Science, Health and Technology: 24.9%; Business: 15.5%; Academic Foundations: 
13.9%. 

 
• 58.8% of all class sections were offered during the day, 32.1% in the evening; 6.8% 

on Fridays and weekends; about 1% in East New York and off-campus; and 0.9% 
classes offered to high school students for college credit through the College Now 
program.  

 
• 10.3% of all class sections were developmental or non-credit courses; 45.4% were 

100 level courses; 25.1% were 200 level courses; 19.3% were 300 level or higher 
for Fall 2006.  

 
• The average class-size for all sections ranged from 24 to 24.8 in Fall 2006 and 

Spring 2007, a slight decrease from last year’s average of 25.9. 
 

• Sections offered in Public Administration and Education averaged the smallest 
class-size (average between 15 and 17 in the Fall and Spring semesters), while 
sections with the largest class-size were offered in Foreign Languages (average 
36.2 in Fall 2006), Mass Communication, Creative & Performing Arts & Speech 
(average 31.3 in Fall 2006), and First-Year Programs (average 30 in Fall 2006). 

 
 
 

BASIC SKILLS, PLACEMENT AND PROFICIENCY TESTS 
 

• About 70.9% of first-time freshmen tested in Fall 2006 exited Reading; 51% exited 
Writing; 37% exited Math. Spring numbers were 65.5% for Reading, 43.1% for 
Writing and 32.7% for Math.  
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• Percent of first-time freshmen exiting Reading on entry decreased from 78.5% in 
Fall 2005 to 70.9% in Fall 2006. The spring exit rate decreased from 71.2% in 2006 
to 65.5% in 2007.  

 
• Percent of first-time freshmen exiting Writing on entry increased from 46.3% in Fall 

2005 to 51% in Fall 2006. The spring exit rate increased from 42.2% in 2006 to 
43.1% in 2007.  

 
• Percent of first-time freshmen exiting Math on entry increased from 35.1% in Fall 

2005 to 37% in Fall 2006. The spring exit rate increased from 29.3% in 2006 to 
32.7% in 2007.  

 
• Percent of first-time transfer students exiting Math increased from 66.9% in Fall 

2005 to 72.1% in Fall 2006; exiting Reading decreased from 89.7% to 87.8%; 
exiting Writing increased from 72.5% to 78.8%. 

 
• About 23% of the first-time freshmen and two-thirds (65.4%) of the first-time transfer 

students registered in Fall 2006 showed proficiency in all three skills tests; a lower 
percentage of first-time admits (19.5% of freshmen 51.4% of transfers) passed all 
three skills tests in Spring.  

 
• About 18% of the first-time-freshmen and 7.9% of transfers passed none of the 

three tests in Fall 2006. 
 

• Of those first-time freshmen who were tested and placed in remedial courses in Fall 
2006, 4.6% were placed in lower level Reading (005), 11.4% were placed in lower 
level Writing (005), and 44.5% were placed in lower level Math (009). 

 
• Pass rates for lower level Reading (005) were highest, ranging from 85% to 90.9% 

during AY 2006-07. Pass rates for lower level Writing ranged from 56.5% to 66.7%. 
Pass rates for the upper level Reading and Writing ranged from 34.6% to 50.9%; 
lower level Math pass rates ranged from 30% to 31.6%. Upper level Math pass 
rates were among the lowest: 19.2% in Fall 2006 and 33.3% in Spring 2007.  
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• CUNY Proficiency Exam show rate was 65.8% in Fall 2006 for required invitees, 
reflecting a ten (10) percentage point increase from Fall 2005. In Spring 2006, the 
show rate was 66.7% compared to a Spring 2005 rate of 58.8%. 

 
• CUNY Proficiency Exam pass rate for required invitees was 61.8% for Fall 2006, a 

16.8 percentage point decrease from the Fall 2005 pass rate of 78.6%; for Spring 
2007, the pass rate was 67.7%, a 5.2 percentage point decrease from the Spring 
2006 pass rate of 72.9%. 

 
 

 
GRADUATES 
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• Total degrees/certificates granted were 715, of which 323 (45.2%) were 
baccalaureate degrees, 343 (48%) associate degrees, and 49 certificates (6.8%). 

 
• Several baccalaureate programs had average graduating GPAs above 3.0: 

Education, Nursing, Environmental Sciences, Biology, Mathematics, Computer 
Science and Accounting. For associate programs, Nursing and Science were the 
only degree programs with average GPA higher than 3.0. 

 
 

 
CONTINUING EDUCATION 

 
• Continuing Education enrolled 520 students in Summer 2006, 1,615 students in Fall 

2006 and 971 students in Spring 2007.  The area with the largest total enrollment 
was vocational preparation.   

 
• Continuing Education awarded 230 certificates in AY 2006-2007. The programs 

awarding the greatest number of certificates were medical billing (19 for Summer 
and 61 for Spring) and real estate (15 for Summer, 14 for Fall and 4 for Spring). 
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YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS 
 

• Youth Development Programs had nineteen (19) programs in the Youth 
Development Programs serving 10,582 participants in Fall 2006 and Spring 2007. 
 
 

 
FACULTY & STAFF  

 
• Total number of tax-levy employees: 850; 456 full-time, 396 part-time, 53% male; 

grant-funded employees: 67 full-time, 426 part-time. 
 

• Total number of tax-levy full-time employees:  167 faculty, 72 executives, 
managerial and administrators, 74 other professional titles, 32 Para-professional or 
technical staff, 35 clerical and secretarial staff, 11 skilled craft, and 65 
service/maintenance staff.
