In collaboration with NYC  Administration for Children’s 

Services,  the Queens Public Library, and select NYC Department of Education 

schools, the Public Service Corps has 

developed America Reads internships at over 

a hundred sites, including   day care centers, 

schools libraries, and after-school programs 

serving thousands of our youngest learners. 

All Public Service Corps interns working as 

America Reads literacy tutors are fully funded 

by the Federal Work Study Program.
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
